After
he saw that it pleased the Jews, he proceeded to arrest Peter also. (This was during
the festival of Unleavened Bread.)

The Gospel Matthew 20:20-28
The Holy Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ According to
Glory to you, Lord Christ.
The mother of the sons of Zebedee came to Jesus with her sons, and kneeling
before him, she asked a favor of him. And he said to her, "What do you want?"
She said to him, "Declare that these two sons of mine will sit, one at your right
hand and one at your left, in your kingdom." But Jesus answered, "You do not
know what you are asking. Are you able to drink the cup that I am about to
drink?" They said to him, "We are able." He said to them, "You will indeed drink
my cup, but to sit at my right hand and at my left, this is not mine to grant, but
it is for those for whom it has been prepared by my Father." When the ten heard
it, they were angry with the two brothers. But Jesus called them to him and said,
"You know that the rulers of the Gentiles lord it over them, and their great ones
are tyrants over them. It will not be so among you; but whoever wishes to be
great among you must be your servant, and whoever wishes to be first among
you must be your slave; just as the Son of Man came not to be served but to serve,

and to give his life a ransom for many." The Gospel of our Lord. Praise to you,
Lord Christ.

Homily

The Nicene Creed (Please Stand)

We believe in one God, the Father, the Almighty, maker of heaven and
earth, of all that is, seen and unseen. We believe in one Lord, Jesus Christ,
the only Son of God, eternally begotten of the Father, God from God, Light
from Light, true God from true God, begotten, not made, of one Being with
the Father. Through him all things were made. For us and for our salvation



he came down from heaven: by the power of the Holy Spirit he became
incarnate from the Virgin Mary, and was made man. For our sake he was
crucified under Pontius Pilate; he suffered death and was buried. On the
third day he rose again in accordance with the Scriptures; he ascended into
heaven and is seated at the right hand of the Father. He will come again in
glory to judge the living and the dead, and his kingdom will have no end.
We believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the giver of life, who proceeds from
the Father and the Son. With the Father and the Son he is worshiped and
glorified. He has spoken through the Prophets. We believe in one holy
catholic and apostolic Church. We acknowledge one baptism for the
forgiveness of sins. We look for the resurrection of the dead, and the life of
the world to come. Amen.
