The God of Israel has spoken, the Rock of Israel has said to me: One 

who rules over people justly, ruling in the fear of God, is like the light of 

morning, like the sun rising on a cloudless morning, gleaming from the rain on 

the grassy land. Is not my house like this with God? For he has made with me an 

everlasting covenant, ordered in all things and secure.

The Nicene Creed (Please Stand) 

We believe in one God, the Father, the Almighty, maker of heaven and 

earth, of all that is, seen and unseen.
