A Reading from the Second Letter of Peter. 
13I think it right, as long as I am in this body, to refresh your memory,14since I know that 

my death will come soon, as indeed our Lord Jesus Christ has made clear to me. 15And I 

will make every effort so that after my departure you may be able at any time to recall 

these things. 16For we did not follow cleverly devised myths when we made known to 

you the power and coming of our Lord Jesus Christ, but we had been eyewitnesses of his 

majesty. 17For he received honor and glory from God the Father when that voice was 

conveyed to him by the Majestic Glory, saying, “This is my Son, my Beloved, with whom 

I am well pleased.” 18We ourselves heard this voice come from heaven, while we were 

with him on the holy mountain. 19So we have the prophetic message more fully 

confirmed. You will do well to be attentive to this as to a lamp shining in a dark place, 

until the day dawns and the morning star rises in your hearts. 20First of all you must 

understand this, that no prophecy of scripture is a matter of one’s own 

interpretation, 21because no prophecy ever came by human will, but men and women 

moved by the Holy Spirit spoke from God.

Living 

among us, Jesus loved us. He broke bread with outcasts and sinners, healed the sick, and 

proclaimed good news to the poor. He yearned to draw all the world to himself yet we were 

heedless of his call to walk in love. Then, the time came for him to complete upon the cross 

the sacrifice of his life, and to be glorified by you. 

 

On the night before he died for us, Jesus was at table with his friends. He took bread, gave 

thanks to you, broke it, and gave it to them, and said: “Take, eat: This is my Body, which is 

given for you. Do this for the remembrance of me.” As supper was ending, Jesus took the 

cup of wine. Again, he gave thanks to you, gave it to them, and said: “Drink this, all of you:
