I am the Lord. 17You shall not hate in your heart anyone of your kin; you shall reprove 

your neighbor, or you will incur guilt yourself. 18You shall not take vengeance or bear 

a grudge against any of your people, but you shall love your neighbor as yourself: I 

am the Lord.

A Reading from the Letter to the Thessalonians. 
1 1You yourselves know, brothers and sisters, that our coming to you was not in 

vain, 2but though we had already suffered and been shamefully mistreated at Philippi, 

as you know, we had courage in our God to declare to you the gospel of God in spite 

of great opposition. 3For our appeal does not spring from deceit or impure motives or 

trickery, 4but just as we have been approved by God to be entrusted with the message 

of the gospel, even so we speak, not to please mortals, but to please God who tests our 

hearts. 5As you know and as God is our witness, we never came with words of flattery 

or with a pretext for greed; 6nor did we seek praise from mortals, whether from you 

or from others, 7though we might have made demands as apostles of Christ. But we 

were gentle among you, like a nurse tenderly caring for her own children. 8So deeply 



do we care for you that we are determined to share with you not only the gospel of 

God but also our own selves, because you have become very dear to us. The Word of 

the Lord.  Thanks be to God. 

 

The Gospel             Matthew 22: 34-46 

The Holy Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ According to Matthew. 

Glory to you, Lord Christ. 
 34When the Pharisees heard that he had silenced the Sadducees, they gathered 

together, 35and one of them, a lawyer, asked him a question to test him. 36“Teacher, 

which commandment in the law is the greatest?”37He said to him, “’You shall love the 

Lord your God with all your heart, and with all your soul, and with all your 

mind.’ 38This is the greatest and first commandment. 39And a second is like it: ‘You 

shall love your neighbor as yourself.’ 40On these two commandments hang all the law 

and the prophets.” 41Now while the Pharisees were gathered together, Jesus asked 

them this question: 42“What do you think of the Messiah? Whose son is he?” They said 

to him, “The son of David.” 43He said to them, “How is it then that David by the Spirit 

calls him Lord, saying, 44‘The Lord said to my Lord, “Sit at my right hand, until I put 

your enemies under your feet”’? 45If David thus calls him Lord, how can he be his 

son?” 46No one was able to give him an answer, nor from that day did anyone dare to 

ask him any more questions.

The Nicene Creed (Please Stand) 

We believe in one God, the Father, the Almighty, maker of heaven and earth, of 

all that is, seen and unseen. We believe in one Lord, Jesus Christ, the only Son of 

God, eternally begotten of the Father, God from God, Light from Light, true God 

from true God, begotten, not made, of one Being with the Father. Through him 

all things were made. For us and for our salvation he came down from heaven: 

by the power of the Holy Spirit he became incarnate from the Virgin Mary, and 

was made man. For our sake he was crucified under Pontius Pilate; he suffered 

death and was buried. On the third day he rose again in accordance with the 

Scriptures; he ascended into heaven and is seated at the right hand of the Father. 

He will come again in glory to judge the living and the dead, and his kingdom 



will have no end. We believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the giver of life, who 

proceeds from the Father and the Son. With the Father and the Son he is 

worshiped and glorified. He has spoken through the Prophets. We believe in one 

holy catholic and apostolic Church. We acknowledge one baptism for the 

forgiveness of sins. We look for the resurrection of the dead, and the life of the 

world to come.

At your command all things came to be: the vast expanse of interstellar space, galaxies, 

suns, the planets in their courses, and this fragile earth, our island home. By your will 

they were created and have their being. 
 

From the primal elements you brought forth the human race, and blessed us with 

memory, reason, and skill. You made us the rulers of creation. But we turned against 



you, and betrayed your trust; and we turned against one another. Have mercy, Lord, 

for we are sinners in your sight 

 

Again and again, you called us to return. Through prophets and sages you revealed your 

righteous Law. And in the fullness of time you sent your only Son, born of a woman, 

to fulfill your Law, to open for us the way of freedom and peace. By his blood, he 

reconciled us. By his wounds, we are healed. 

 

And therefore we praise you, joining with the heavenly chorus, with prophets, apostles, 

and martyrs, and with all those in every generation who have looked to you in hope, to 

proclaim with them your glory, in their unending hymn: 

  

S129 Holy, holy, holy Lord, God of power and might, 

  heaven and earth are full of your glory. 

  Hosanna in the highest. 

  Blessed is he who comes in the name of the Lord. 

  Hosanna in the highest. 

And so, Father, we who have been redeemed by him, and made a new people by water 

and the Spirit, now bring before you these gifts. Sanctify them by your Holy Spirit to be 

the Body and Blood of Jesus Christ our Lord. 

 

On the night he was betrayed he took bread, said the blessing, broke the bread, and gave 

it to his friends, and said, “Take, eat: This is my Body, which is given for you. Do this for 

the remembrance of me.”  After supper, he took the cup of wine, gave thanks, and said, 

“Drink this, all of you: This is my Blood of the new Covenant, which is shed for you and 

for many for the forgiveness of sins. Whenever you drink it, do this for the remembrance 

of me.” Remembering now his work of redemption, and offering to you this sacrifice of 

thanksgiving, We celebrate his death and resurrection, as we await the day of his 

coming. 

 

Lord God of our holy and righteous fore-bearers; God and Father of our Lord Jesus 

Christ: Open our eyes to see your hand at work in the world about us. Deliver us from 

the presumption of coming to this Table for solace only, and not for strength; for pardon 



only, and not for renewal. Let the grace of this Holy Communion make us one body, 

one spirit in Christ, that we may worthily serve the world in his name. Risen Lord, be 

known to us in the breaking of the Bread.
