3Therefore I want you to understand that no one 

speaking by the Spirit of God ever says “Let Jesus be cursed!” and no one can say

same Spirit;5and there are varieties of services, but the same Lord; 6and there are 

varieties of activities, but it is the same God who activates all of them in everyone. 7To 

each is given the manifestation of the Spirit for the common good.

Homily 

 

The Nicene Creed (Please Stand) 

We believe in one God, the Father, the Almighty, maker of heaven and 

earth, of all that is, seen and unseen. We believe in one Lord, Jesus Christ, 

the only Son of God, eternally begotten of the Father, God from God, Light 

from Light, true God from true God, begotten, not made, of one Being with 

the Father.

We pray you, gracious God, to 

send your Holy Spirit upon these gifts that they may be the Sacrament of the Body of 

Christ and his Blood of the new Covenant. Unite us to your Son in his sacrifice, that 

we may be acceptable through him, being sanctified by the Holy Spirit. In the fullness 

of time, put all things in subjection under your Christ, and bring us to that heavenly 

country where, with Mary the God-bearer, blessed Joseph, blessed John the Baptist, 

blessed James and all your saints, we may enter the everlasting heritage of your sons 

and daughters; through Jesus Christ our Lord, the firstborn of all creation, the head 

of the Church, and the author of our salvation.
