3In our prayers for you we always thank God, the Father of  our 
Lord Jesus Christ, 4for we have heard of  your faith in Christ Jesus and of  the love that 
you have for all the saints, 5because of  the hope laid up for you in heaven. You have 
heard of  this hope before in the word of  the truth, the gospel 6that has come to you. 
Just as it is bearing fruit and growing in the whole world, so it has been bearing fruit 
among yourselves from the day you heard it and truly comprehended the grace of  
God.  7This you learned from Epaphras, our beloved fellow servant. He is a faithful 
minister of  Christ on your behalf,  8and he has made known to us your love in the 
Spirit.

Then he put him on his own animal, brought him to an inn, and took care 
of  him.35The next day he took out two denarii, gave them to the innkeeper, and said, 
‘Take care of  him; and when I come back, I will repay you whatever more you 
spend.’ 36Which of  these three, do you think, was a neighbor to the man who fell into the 
hands of  the robbers?” 37He said, “The one who showed him mercy.” Jesus said to him,

Homily  

The Nicene Creed (Please Stand)

We 
acknowledge one baptism for the forgiveness of  sins. We look for the 
resurrection of  the dead, and the life of  the world to come.
