Let us acknowledge with respect and reverence the Unkechaug People, who have stewarded this land throughout the generations, 
while not forgetting the colonization of  this land. 

Blessed is the King who comes in the name of  the Lord. 
Peace in heaven and glory in the highest.  

Let us pray. Assist us mercifully with your help, O Lord God of  our salvation, that we 
may enter with joy upon the contemplation of  those mighty acts, whereby you have 
given us life and immortality; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen. 

Matthew 21:1-11 
The Holy Gospel of  our Lord Jesus Christ According to Luke. 

Glory to you, Lord Christ 
1When they had come near Jerusalem and had reached Bethphage, at the Mount of  
Olives, Jesus sent two disciples,  2saying to them, “Go into the village ahead of  you, 
and immediately you will find a donkey tied, and a colt with her; untie them and bring 
them to me.  3If  anyone says anything to you, just say this, ‘The Lord needs them.’ 
And he will send them immediately.” 4This took place to fulfill what had been spoken 
through the prophet, saying, 5“Tell the daughter of  Zion, Look, your king is coming 
to you, humble, and mounted on a donkey, and on a colt, the foal of  a donkey.” 6The 
disciples went and did as Jesus had directed them;7they brought the donkey and the 
colt, and put their cloaks on them, and he sat on them.  8A very large crowd spread 
their cloaks on the road, and others cut branches from the trees and spread them on 
the road.  9The crowds that went ahead of  him and that followed were shouting, 
“Hosanna to the Son of  David! Blessed is the one who comes in the name of  the 
Lord! Hosanna in the highest heaven!” 10When he entered Jerusalem, the whole city 
was in turmoil, asking, “Who is this?” 11The crowds were saying, “This is the prophet 
Jesus from Nazareth in Galilee.” The Gospel of  our Lord.   Praise to you, Lord Christ. 

The Lord be with you.  And also with you.  
Let us give thanks to the Lord our God.  
It is right to give him thanks and praise. 
It is right to praise you, Almighty God, for the acts of  love by which you have 
redeemed us through your Son Jesus Christ our Lord. On this day he entered the holy 
city of  Jerusalem in triumph, and was proclaimed as King of  kings by those who 
spread their garments and branches of  palm along his way. Let these branches be for 
us signs of  his victory, and grant that we who bear them in his name may ever hail 
him as our King, and follow him in the way that leads to eternal life; who lives and 



reigns in glory with you and the Holy Spirit, now and for ever. Amen.

Almighty God, whose most dear Son went not up to joy but first he suffered pain, 
and entered not into glory before he was crucified: Mercifully grant that we, walking 
in the way of  the cross, may find it none other than the way of  life and peace; through 
Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.

Holy and gracious Father: In your infinite love you made us for yourself; and, when 
we had fallen into sin and become subject to evil and death, you, in your mercy, sent 
Jesus Christ, your only and eternal Son, to share our human nature, to live and die as 
one of  us, to reconcile us to you, the God and Father of  all.  He stretched out his 
arms upon the cross, and offered himself, in obedience to your will, a perfect sacrifice 
for the whole world. 



On the night he was handed over to suffering and death, our Lord Jesus Christ took 
bread; and when he had given thanks to you, he broke it, and gave it to his disciples, 
and said, “Take, eat: This is my Body, which is given for you.

Whenever you drink it, do this for the remembrance of  me.” Therefore we proclaim 
the mystery of  faith:  Christ has died. Christ is risen. Christ will come again. 

We celebrate the memorial of  our redemption, O Father, in this sacrifice of  praise and 
thanksgiving. Recalling his death, resurrection, and ascension, we offer you these gifts. 
Sanctify them by your Holy Spirit to be for your people the Body and Blood of  your 
Son, the holy food and drink of  new and unending life in him. Sanctify us also that we 
may faithfully receive this holy Sacrament, and serve you in unity, constancy, and 
peace; and at the last day bring us with all your saints into the joy of  your eternal 
kingdom. All this we ask through your Son Jesus Christ. By him, and with him, and in 
him, in the unity of  the Holy Spirit all honor and glory is yours, Almighty Father, now 
and for ever.  AMEN. 

And now, as our Savior Christ has taught us, we are bold to say, Our Father, who art 
in heaven, hallowed be thy Name, thy kingdom come, thy will be done, on 
earth as it is in heaven. Give us this day our daily bread. And forgive us our 
trespasses, as we forgive those who trespass against us.
