Homily  

Renewal of  Baptismal Vows (Please Stand) 
Dear People of  God: Our Lord Jesus Christ sealed the paschal Mystery of  his death 
and Resurrection in his ascension and gift of  the Holy Spirit on the Day of  Pentecost.  



That same Spirit continues to give birth to God’s people by the waters of  Baptism. I 
call upon you, therefore, to renew your own baptismal covenant. 

Do you reaffirm your renunciation of  evil and renew your commitment to Jesus 
Christ? I do.  

Do you believe in God the Father?  I believe in God, the Father almighty, creator 
of  heaven and earth.  Christ, his only Son, our Lord. He was conceived by the 
power of  the Holy Spirit and born of  the Virgin Mary. He suffered under 
Pontius Pilate, was crucified, died, and was buried. He descended to the dead. 
On the third day he rose again. He ascended into heaven, and is seated at the 
right hand of  the Father. He will come again to judge the living and the dead.  

Do you believe in Jesus Christ, the Son of  God?  I believe in Jesus believe in the 
Holy Spirit, the Lord, the giver of  life, who proceeds from the Father and the 
Son. With the Father and the Son he is worshiped and glorified. He has spoken 
through the Prophets. We believe in one holy catholic and apostolic Church. 
We acknowledge one baptism for the forgiveness of  sins. We look for the 
resurrection of  the dead, and the life of  the world to come. Amen. 

Do you believe in God the Holy Spirit?  I believe in the Holy Spirit, the holy 
catholic Church, the communion of  saints, the forgiveness of  sins, the 
resurrection of  the body, and the life everlasting.

Will you seek and serve Christ in all persons, loving your neighbor as yourself ?  I will, 
with God’s help. 

Will you strive for justice and peace among all people, and respect the dignity of  every 
human being?  I will, with God’s help.  

May Almighty God, the Father of  our Lord Jesus Christ, who has given us a new birth 
by water and the Holy Spirit, and bestowed upon us the forgiveness of  sins, keep us in 
eternal life by his grace, in Christ Jesus our Lord.

We celebrate the memorial of  our redemption, O Father, in this sacrifice of  praise and 
thanksgiving. Recalling his death resurrection, and ascension, we offer you these gifts. 
Sanctify them by your Holy Spirit to be for your people the Body and Blood of  your 
Son, the holy food and drink of  new and unending life in him. Sanctify us also that we 
may faithfully receive this holy Sacrament, and serve you in unity, constancy, and 



peace; and at the last day bring us with all your saints into the joy of  your eternal 
kingdom. All this we ask through your Son Jesus Christ. By him, and with him, and in 
him, in the unity of  the Holy Spirit all honor and glory is yours, Almighty Father, now 
and for ever. AMEN.
